It can be used in early help with parents and carers to promote their strengths and recognise the areas in which they need to improve.  It can also be used with children at higher levels of need to provide evidence of what must change if the child is to develop and be safe.  The Graded Care Profile gives clear evidence of neglect.








Different aspects of family life are ‘graded’ on a scale of 1 to 5. Questions are broken down into 4 areas: physical, such as quality of food, clothes and health, safety, such as how safe the home is and if the child knows about things like road safety, love, such as the relationship between the carer and child, esteem, such as if a child is encouraged to learn and if they a praised for doing something good. 








The majority of children subject to child protection plans in Knowsley come under the category of neglect. The aim of this tool is to assist staff in undertaking a comprehensive and evidence based assessment of families when neglect is known or suspected.





Large numbers of staff have now accessed training on the tool and further training will be commissioned as part of the implementation plan. 


The tool is now available on ICS (the system used by social care) and will soon be available on the Early Help Module. The form can be found on the Forms tab under ‘Start new form’.








One of the priorities for the Knowsley Safeguarding Children Board is to assist all who work with children and families in assessing child neglect.  


A recent multi-agency neglect audit highlighted that a tool for assessing neglect was required. It has been agreed that the Graded Care Profile will be utilised across Knowsley alongside other relevant assessments. 








  Wherever possible, it                   should be used in    partnership with parents or carers and completed with them.  They are then more likely to recognise and agree the changes needed to help meet children’s needs.  However, if this is not possible, the tool can be used as a reflective tool by practitioners to gain a full picture of neglect and consider the evidence in supervision and reflective practice.
